(a) Services performed by a person licensed, certified or
registered under the laws of this state as a physician, physi-
cian's assistant, podiatrist, physical therapist, nurse or fu-
neral director if those services are within the scope of the
license, certificate or registration . .

(b) Personal care services performed in correctional insti-
tutons,,hospitals and licensed nursing homes under the
supervision of a person responsible for, inmate or patient care .

(a) Services performed by masseurs or masseuses. .
