Legislative Audit Bureau
June 30, 1989
To the Honorable the Legislature:

We have completed second annual financial and
compliance audit of the State of Wisconsin as requested
by state agencics lo meet the audit requircments of the
federal Single Audit Act of 1984 and the provisions of the
federal Office of Management and Budget Circular A-
128. Our audit covered the period July 1, 1987, through
June 30, 1988. In addition to satisfying federal audit
requirements, this audit assists us in meeting state audit
requirements under s.13.94, Wis. Stats.

As part of our standard procedures at the various
state agencies inciuded in the scope of the audit, we
reviewed internal accounting and administrative
controls, assessed the propriety of receipts and
disbursements, and tested compliance with laws and
regulations related to the administration of federal grant
programs. Our review focused on the 31 grants which
exceeded the $7 million major grant threshold identified
by the federal government. However, we performed
audit work at the various state agencies regardless of the
amount of federal funds received.

The first section of our report contains the auditor's
statements on internal accounting and administrative
controls and statements on compliance. The remaining
sections of our report contain our comments on inl;rnal
control deficiencies and our findings of noncompliance
for each state agency. We noted several areas of
noncompliance and identified $577,000 in questioned
costs. A separate financial report (89-26) contains the
schedules of federal financial assistance for the audit
period, along with the auditor’s opinion on thest
schedules.

The federal government requires that state agencies
prepare and submit agency action plans in responsé o
recommendations in audit reports. The action p!ans
provide the basis for resolving reported audit findings
with the federal government. We assisted state agencics
by accumulating and submitting action plans on their
behalf.

We appreciate the courtesy and cooperation extended
to us by the staff during our audit. The agency commenlsr
on individual findings are included within the body ©
our report.
