(b) If an institution of higher education admits a pupil, it
shall notify thee school board of the school district in which
the pupil is enrolled, in writing, within 30 days after the
beginning of classes at the institut ion of higher education . .
The notification shall include the course or courses in which
the pupil is enrolled

(c) If' a pupil is not admitted to attend the course that he or
she specified in the notice under' sub. (3) (a) but is admitted to
attend a different course, the pupil shall immediately notify
the school board of' the school district in which he or she is
enrolled andd the school, board shall inform the pupil of its
determinations under sub . (3) (b) regarding thee course to
which thee pupil was admitted as soon as practicable .

(d) A pupil taking one or more courses for highh school
credit at an institution of' higher' education under this section
may not take more than the equivalentt of 15 credit hours in
anyy academic semester :

(5) PAYMENT, Within 30 days after , the end'of ' the semester ,
the school board of the school district in which a pupil
attending, an institution of higher education under this sec-
tion is enrolled shall pay the institution of ' ;higher education,
on behalf' of the pupil, the following amount for any course
that is taken for- high school credit and that is not comparable
to a course offered in the school district : :

(a) If the pupil is attending a center or institution within the
university of Wisconsin system, the actual cost of tuition,
fees, books and other necessary materials directly related to
the course .

(b), If the student is attending a vocational ,, technical and
adult education school, the actual cost of tuition, fees, books
and other necessary materials directly related to the course

(c) If the pupil is attending a pr ivate institution'of' higher
education, the lesser of the following :

1 . The actual cost of tuition, fees , books and other neces-
sacy materials directly related to , the course

2 An amount . determined by dividing : the state total nett
cost of the general fund in the previous school year by the
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
