AN ACT to amend 29.092 (3) (0, 29.093 (3) (c¢) and 29.145 (1c) (intro.) of the

statutes; relating to: fishing licenses issued to disabled residents of this state.

Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

Under current law, as enacted in 1995 Wisconsin Act 27, a disabled resident
must apply and qualify for a disabled person fishing license each year and must pay
a fee of $7, including the issuing fee. Under current law, the fee for an annual
resident fishing license is $12, including the issuing fee.

This bill removes the provisions enacted in 1995 Wisconsin Act 27 so that the
former law applies. Under that law, a state resident who has a certain disability may
obtain a permanent fishing license that is valid from the date of issuance as long as
the licensee is a resident and his or her disability continues. There is no fee for this
license.

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

SECTION 1. 29.092 (3) (f) of the statutes, as affected by 1995 Wisconsin Act 27,
is amended to read:

29.092 (3) (f) Resident disabled person. The There is no fee for an-annual a
fishing license issued to a resident disabled person under s. 29.145 (1c) is-$6.25.

SECTION 2. 29.093 (3) (c) of the statutes, as affected by 1995 Wisconsin Act 27,

is amended to read:
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SECTION 2

29.093 (3) (c) Resident disabled person fishing license. A permanent fishing
license issued before July 29,1995, to a disabled person under s. 29.145 (1c¢) is valid
from the date of issuance and remains valid until March-31,-1996; as long as the
licensee continues to be a resident and continues to meet the requirement of s. 29.145
(1c) (a), (b) or (c).

SECTION 3. 29.145 (1c) (intro.) of the statutes, as affected by 1995 Wisconsin 27,
is amended to read:

29.145 (1c) (title) FrsHiNG PERMANENT FISHING LICENSE FOR DISABLED PERSONS.

(intro.) The department shall issue an-annual disabled person a permanent fishing

license to any resident who applies for this license and who does one of the following:

SECTION 4. Initial applicability.

(1) The treatment of sections 29.092 (3) (f) and 29.145 (1c¢) (intro.) of the statutes
first applies to fishing licenses issued on the effective date of this subsection.

(2) The treatment of section 29.093 (3) (c) of the statutes first applies to fishing
licenses issued after July 28, 1995.
