Whereasthe State of Israel is a unique combination of a nation firmly rooted in a rich and varied religiot
and spiritual tradition and a modern, cosmopolitan country; and

Whereasdespite the volatility of the Middle East, Israel has made important strides in creating peace
relationswith its neighbors and in establishing stability in that region; and

Whereas, Israel is the only true democracy in the Middle East; and

Whereas, Israel has been a staunch ally and friend of the United States; and

Whereas]sraels population has increased tenfold since its inception, its economy has flourished and it
producedan amazing number of eminent political leaders; and

Whereas, Israel has been a haven for Jewish refugees while ensuring religious freedom for all; and

Whereaspn the day after the State of Israel was founded, David Ben—Gurion costatdly that “something
unique occurred yesterday in Israel, and only future generations will be able to evaluate the full histori
significanceof the event”; and

Whereas50 years later it is clear that the full historical significance of the agembnumental; now
