ENROLLED JOINT RESOLUTION

Relating to: memorializing Congress to ensure that the federal government will accept civilian
spentnuclear fuel on January 31, 1998.

Whereasunder the Nuclear ¥ste Policy Act of 19824p USC 10224a) (5)], the federal
government entered into contracts with electric utilities, includiegtricutilities in WWisconsin,
thatprovide thafollowing the commencement of operation of a permanent federal repository for
thedisposal of high—level radioactive waste and spent nuclear fuel, the U.S. secretanyyoslesiéer
taketitle to spent nuclear fuel from civilian nuclear power reactors as expeditioysigcgEable
uponrequest of the fued’owner and, beginning no later than January 31, 1998, will dispose of the
spentnuclear fuel in return for payment of fees to the nuclear waste fund; and

Whereasgelectric utilitiesowning nuclear power plants ini$¢onsin have collected over
$240,000,00a0 date from Wsconsin ratepayers for the required payment of fees to the nuclear
wastefund; and

Whereasthefederal department of emggrhas repeatedly delayed the projected opening date
for the federal nuclear waste repository and is now projecting that the date will be after 2 9ear
underthe most optimistic assumptions; and

Whereasdelaysin the development of the federal repository have necessitated that one
Wisconsinutility spend over $10,000,000 for additional, temporary on-site storage of its spent
nuclearfuel and the utilities owning the other nuclear power plantisc@sin are facing similar
prospects,and these costs would not be necessary if the federal government had upheld its
commitmentto develop, in a timely mannex single government—owned and government—operated
permanentuclear waste repository; nptherefore, be it
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Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That the members of the legislature of the
stateof Wisconsin uge President Clinton and the U.S. Congress to uphold the federal govesnment’
commitmentto accept and take title to civilian spent nuclear fuel on Jar8igrg998, through
enactmentof appropriate funding resolutions and legislation that authomizé fund the
developmenbf a federal centralized, temporary storage facility for spent nuclear fuel that will
acceptspent nuclear fuel between January 31, 1998, and the beginmioghiercial operation of
the permanent federal nuclear waste repository; to use funds in the nuclear waste fund to provide
adequatdunding for the expedient developmenithe permanent federal nuclear waste repository;
andto not increase the fee for the nuclear waste fund; and, be it further

Resolved, That the senate chief clerk shall provide a copy of this joint resolution to the
Presidenbf the United States, to the president of the U.S. senate, to the speaker of the U.S. house
of representatives and to each member of the U.S. congressional delegation from this state.
