Assumptions Used in Arriving at Fiscal Estimate

This bill requires manufacturers of tobacco products to submit an annual report to the Department that
specifies the ingredients of these products. The Department must establish by rule standards to

determine a nicotine yield rating that reflects the nicotine intake for an average consumer for each of these -
products. The Department may issue a report containing this information upon consulting with the

attorney general.

Other states that have passed similar laws have found that there are as many as 1,250 different products
that could be identified. The Department would need to review the reports which manufacturers submit for
scientific accuracy and to determine whether release of information about these products is warranted.
The Department could not absorb this increased workload and would require .5 GPR FTE, a Public Health
Educator 2, to implement this program. The ongoing cost of this position would be $28,100 annually, with

additional one-time costs of $3,500.
