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Assumptions Used in Arriving at Fiscal Estimate:

AB629 would direct the Wisconsin Higher Educational Aids Board (HEAB) to establish and
administer a loan program for teachers and orientation and mobility instructors of visually
impaired pupils. The program would allow students, who fulfill the necessary
requirements, to be awarded up to $10,000 annually with an overall maximum of $40,000.
Forgiveness of the loan begins after the recipient has completed his or her degree
program, is licensed, and is employed as a teacher of visually impaired pupils or as an
orientation and mobility instructor. $100,000 has been requested to fund the program for
2000-01.

New information indicates that an estimated 10 students should be awarded per academic
year under this program. Given this information, the following indicates updated costs
associated with establishing and administering this program.

In order to establish and administer this program, 25% of a Comprehensive Professional
(computer systems specialist) would need to be funded.

Costs associated with funding a .25 position are as follows:
Comprehensive Professional (25%) $12,233

Total costs* $12,233

*This is beyond the $100,000 to fund the program.

Long-Range Fiscal Implications:
As the loan program portfolio expands, additional funds will be necessary to cover the costs associated with

effectively performing due diligence procedures.
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
