WhereasRobert WWarren was born on August 30, 1925, in Raton, New Mexico, and died
on August 20, 1998, in Milwaukee, ¥¢éonsin; and

Whereas,Mr. Warren lived in several W&tonsin communities as he was growing up,
graduatedfrom Stugeon Bay High School as 1943 class valedictorian \aadg a wrestling
champion;and

Whereashe served in the U.S. Army Infantry from 1943 to 1946, was seriously wounded in
Francein 1944 and was a member of the Military Order of the Purple Heart; and

Whereashe received a bachelerdegree in economiédsom Macalester College, St. Paul,
Minnesota, in 1950, graduating magna cum laude, received a nmstigree in public
administrationat the University of Minnesota in 1951 and served as a foreign serfice of the
U.S. Department of State from 1951 to 1953; and

Whereashe returned to Wconsin and received his law degree atthe&ersity of Wsconsin
in 1956 and set up private practices in Elkhorn and Green Bay from 1956 to 1959; and

Whereashe served Brown County as an assistant district attorney from 1959 to 19 and
district attorney from 1960 to 1964; and

Whereashe was elected to thei¥¢onsin senate as a republi¢ari964, served one 4-year
termand was selected as assistant majority leader of the senate in 1967; and

Whereashe was elected to a 2-year termadt®rney general of Wtonsin in 1968 and
reelectedo a 4-year term in 1970; and

Whereasas attorney general lseiccessfully advocated legislation that increased the attorney
general’sability to combat aganized crime and drug dealing, established &oeobf consumer
protectionin the department of justice and was particularly proud of the departmpistioés
cooperatiorwith local law enforcement during his tenure ifica; and

Whereashe was appointed U.S. district judge for the Eastern Districtisfafsin in August
1974,and was appointed chief judge of the Eastern District in 1986 and served in that capacity until
hewent on senior status in 1991; and

Whereashe earned a reputation from otfigtges and practicing attorneys as a no—nonsense
judgewho was knowledgeable in the law and who had an “incredible sense of fairness”; and

Whereashe continued to hear casesaasenior judge into the summer of 1998, a few months
beforehis death; nowtherefore, be it
