Whereasthe Hoan Bridge provides an essential transportation link for freight thafm the
city, county and state to the Port of Milwaukee; and

Whereasthe Hoan Bridge was severely damaged on December 13, 2000, due to catastrophic
failure of portions of the bridge; and

Whereas,the immediate repair and reconstructiontiod Hoan Bridge, as well as timely
mitigation of potential damageaused by catastrophic failure of portions of the bridge and subsequent
controlleddemolition, are vital to the health, welfare, and economic well-being of the citizens of
Wisconsin;and

WhereasWisconsin Governofommy Thompson declared a state of egaacy concerning the
bridgeon December 18, 2000; and

Whereas,the Wsconsin Department offransportation submitted a request to the U.S.
Departmentof Transportation for emgency relief funding, authorizednder23 USC 125 on
Decemberl8, 2000; nowtherefore, be it
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Resolved by the senate, the assembly concurring, That the Wisconsinlegislature uges U.S.
Secretaryof Transportation Norman Mineta to expedite the process to declare all bridge repair
reconstruction,and mitigation costs eligible for federal egpency relief funding and, with the
cooperatiorof the eleven members of this statebngressional delegation, to provide other federal
funds for any additional bridge repaireconstruction, and mitigation costs through enactroént
appropriateunding resolutions and legislation; and, be it further

Resolved, That the senate chieflerk shall send copies of this joint resolution to U.S. Secretary
of Transportation Mineta and to each member of the congressional delegation from this state.
