(7) _Thetemporary placement of persons in the-cus
tody of the department, oth#ran persons under 17 years
of age, and persons whave attained the age of 17 years
but have not attained the age of 25 years who are under
the supervision of the department under s. 48.366 or
938.355(4) and who have been taken into custody pend
ing revocation of aftercare supervision under s. 48.366
(5) or 938.357 (5) (e).

An
agreementinder this subsection may mobvide for the
detention of a person detained or imprisoned in a county
jail by a county that borders on this stateo has been
sentencedo imprisonment in a state prisonthat state.
Theagreement undex. 66.0303 for the detention of per
sons from another state shall take into account the-provi
sionsof this chapter regarding the detention of persons in
countyjails.
