The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

Section 1. 302.31 of the statutes is renumbered
302.31(intro.) and amended to read:

302.31 Useof jails. (intro.) The county jail may be
usedfor theany of the following purposes:

(1) Thedetention of persons clygd with crime and
committedfor trial;-for-the

(2) The detention of persons committed to secure
their attendance as witnesses; to

(3) To imprison persons committed pursuant to a sen
tenceor held incustody by the shefifor any cause
authorizedoy law;forthe

(4) Thedetention of persons sentenced to imprson
mentin state penal institutions or a county house of
correction,until they are removed to those institutions;

(5) The detention of persons participating in the
intensivesanctions program;-for-the

(6) Thetemporary detention of persons in the-cus

tody of the department; ' tho
rizedby-law—The-county jail-may-be-usedforthe

(7) Thetemporary placement of persons in the-cus
tody of the department, othéran persons under 17 years
of age, and persons whave attained the age of 17 years
but have not attained the age of 25 years who are under
the supervision of the department under s. 48.366 or
938.355(4) and who have been taken into custody pend
ing revocation of aftercare supervision under s. 48.366
(5) or 938.357 (5) (e).

SecTioN 2. 302.31 (8) of the statutes is created to
read:

302.31(8) Under an agreement under s. 66.0303, the
detentionof persons detained onprisoned before, dur
ing, or after trial by a county that borders on this state and
is located in the state dfichigan. The agreement under
s.66.0303 for the detention of persons from another state
shall take into account the provisioms this chapter
regardingthe detention of persons in county jails.
