AN ACT to create 895.78 of the statutesglating to: limiting recovery for persons injured while involved in a felony

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in
senate and assembly, do enact as follows:

SecTioN 1. 895.78 of the statutes éseated to read:

895.78 Limiting felon’sright to damages. (1) In
this section:

(a) “Crime” means a crime under the lagfghis state
or under federal law

(b) “Damages” means damages for an injury to real
or personal propertyor death, or for personal injury

(c) “Felony” means a felony under thaws of this
stateor under federal law

(d) “Victim” means a person againghom an act
constitutinga felony was committed.

(2) No person may recover damages from any of the
following persons for injury or death incurred while com
mitting, or as a result afommitting, an act that consti
tuteda felony if the person was convicted of a felony for
thatact:

(&) A victim of that felony

(b) An individualother than a victim of that felony

(3) This section does not prohibit a person from
recoveringdamages for death or personal injury resulting
from a device used to provide security that is intended or
likely to cause gredtodily harm, as defined in s. 939.22
(14), or death.

(4) (&) Any applicable statute of limitations for an
actionto recover damages against a person described
undersub. (2) (a) or (b) for injury or death incurred while
committing, or as a resulbf committing, an act that
constituteda felony is tolled during the period beginning
with the commencement ofcaiminal proceeding chgf
ing the person who committed thaet with a felony for
thatact and ending with the findisposition, as defined
in s. 893.13 (1), of the criminal proceeding.
