2003 ASSEMBLY BILL 265

AN ACT to amend 939.22 (38) of the statutes; relating to: causing substantial

bodily harm to another person and providing a penalty.

Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

The people of the state of Wisconsin, represented in senate and assembly, do
enact as follows:

SECTION 1.  939.22 (38) of the statutes is amended to read:

939.22 (38)  “Substantial bodily harm” means bodily injury that causes a

laceration that requires stitches, staples, or a tissue adhesive; any fracture of a bone;

a broken nose; a burn; a temporary loss of consciousness, sight or hearing; a

concussion; or a loss or fracture of a tooth.
