This proposed rule-making order makes numerous minor changes to the existing rules
regulating the practice of chiropractic, matnly to conform the rules to current practices
but also to correct oversights and problematic language in the current rules.

SECTION 1 moves text from two other locations in the rules, Chir 2.02 (7) and Chir 3.03
(2) (k), to a more logical location.

SECTION 2 changes the advance time required for consideration of applications based
on the change to accept Part IV of the national examination and changes the address for
requesting applications; updates the name of the United States Office of Education,

allows for future changes in the name, and creates a mechanism for the board to be able
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to consider applicants with foreign degrees; removes a never-used option for direct board
approval of a college or university and transfers that responsibility to the U.S. Office of
Education or its successor; creates a mechanism for the board to be able to consider
applicants with foreign degrees; and updates the name of the United States Office of
Education, allows for future changes in the name.
