Whereas, having joined the national guat@ge 16, he was believed to be the oldest living

Whereashe received many military commendations while serving, including the Purple
Heartand Distinguished Service Cross for his bravery and valor durorggd\War I1; and

Whereas Herbert Smith waswarded the Distinguished Service Medal in 1990 and was
inductedinto the Wisconsin Army National Guarsl“Hall of Honor” in 2001; and

WhereasHerbert Smith operated his family—owned Badf@gephone Company and led it
throughnumerous technological transformations, including the move from operator—assisted calls
to dial phones, until it was sold in 1965; and

Whereas, Herb wrote his autobiography and remained loyal to his hometown of Neillsville,
Wisconsin, and was an active and contributing member of the communitythevefore, be it
