Conference (1993, 1998, 1999) and Rose Bowl Championships; and

Whereas, Barry Alvarez is the only coach in the history of the Big Ten

Conference to win back−to−back Rose Bowl Championships; and

Whereas, Barry Alvarez has registered a 8−3 (.727) bowl record, the highest

winning percentage in college football history for coaches with at least 11 bowl
