Hall of Fame, National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics District 14 Hdflaphe, and gconsin

all-Americanhonors 64 times; and

led the UW-Whitewater football team to a second place finish in the 1966 National Association of
IntercollegiateAthletics (NAIA) championship, giving him the unique distinction of having played and
coachedn the national championship game; and

Whereas,Bob Berezowitz was honored byis&onsin Governor Jim Doyle who proclaimed
SaturdayNovember 4, 2006, as Bob Berezowitz Day; and

WhereasBob Berezowitz coached his last game for UW-WhitewateSainrdayDecember 16,
2006,in the Amos Alonzo Stagg Bowl, the NCAA Division Il Championship; and
