Whereas, Captain Kryst proudly and faithfully served the people of the state of Wisconsin and the
people of the United States of America with distinction and honor in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

Whereas, the people of Wisconsin mourn the death of Captain Kryst; and
Whereas, Captain Kryst is survived by his parents, Elizabeth and Glenn Kryst, of West Bend, his

brothers, Bradley, Justin, Tim, and Daniel, his sister, Jennifer, his fiance, Sara, his maternal grandparents, Sy
and Betty Dziak and his paternal grandparents, Clifford and Rita Kryst; and

Whereas, Captain Kryst made the ultimate sacrifice for his country while advancing the cause of
freedom for the Iraqi people and will always be remembered for his loyalty; and

Whereas, Captain Kryst was given a Mass of Christian Burial on December 29, 2006, in West Bend and
will  be laid to rest on July 5, 2007, at Arlington National Cemetery in Arlington, Virginia; now, therefore,
