Whereas, a diagnosis of fiboromyalgia ididiilt and takes an average of five years because
many of the symptoms mimic those of other disorders, resulting in the average ppesuliing
thousand®f dollars in medical bills just to receive a diagnosis; and

treatment; public awareness will help to eliminate the myths, improve patient support, and
