AN ACT to amend 71.05 (6) (a) 15., 71.21 (4), 71.26 (2) (a) 4., 71.34 (1k) (g), 71.45

(2) (a) 10. and 77.92 (4); and to create 71.07 (9g), 71.10 (4) (cr), 71.28 (9g), 71.30

(3) (dn), 71.47 (9g) and 71.49 (1) (dn) of the statutes; relating to: income and

franchise tax credits for insulating concrete forms used to construct a building

and energy efficient products.

Analysis by the Legislative Reference Bureau

This bill creates an income and franchise tax credit equal to the amount that
the taxpayer pays in the taxable year to purchase or manufacture insulating concrete
forms used to construct a building and energy efficient products.  If the amount of
the credit exceeds the taxpayer’s tax liability, the taxpayer does not receive a refund,
but may claim the amount of any unused credit in subsequent taxable years.

71.05 (13), (15), (16), (17), and (19); but

excluding income, gain, loss, and deductions from farming.  �Net business income,"

with respect to a natural person, estate, or trust, means profit from a trade or

business for federal income tax purposes and includes net income derived as an

employee as defined in section 3121 (d) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

SECTION 13.0Initial applicability.

(1)  This act first applies to taxable years beginning on January 1 of the year

in which this subsection takes effect, except that if this subsection takes effect after

July 31 this act first applies to taxable years beginning on January 1 of the year

following the year in which this subsection takes effect.
