SECTION 1.  125.07 (3) (a) 16. of the statutes is created
to read:

125.07 (3) (a) 16.  An underage person who enters or
remains in a banquet or hospitality room on winery prem-
ises operated under a “Class A” or “Class B” license for
the purpose of attending a winery tour.
