I Estimate Type Original 

Currently when a cancelled license is reinstated the expiration date is two years after the individual's next 
birthday. The proposed bill allows the individual's original expiration date, shown on the license before the 
cancellation occurred, to remain on the license. This prevents the "loss of time paid for" on an individual's 
license if that license originally would not have expired for a period longer than two years. The changes 
made by this bill should not affect staffing patterns or other administrative aspects of DMV business, and will 
require only minor training to implement the bill. IT changes to the license issuance programs will be 
necessary to implement these changes, costing approximately $10,100. 

Long-Range Fiscal Implications 

There would be no long-term costs associated with this bill.
