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2013 Senate Joint Resolution 50

ENROLLED JOINT RESOLUTION

Relating to: proclaiming October 9, 2013, a8RDAS, PITAND, and ANS Awareness Day

Whereas,PANDAS (Pediatric Autoimmune Neuropsychiatric Disorders Associated with
Streptococcalnfections) is the sudden onset of obsessive—compulsive disoftaT displayed as
severeanxiety and emotional disturbances, plus two or mbthe following symptoms: tics or other
abnormalmovements, severe separation anxiggneralized anxietyrritability, emotional lability
aggressionpersonality changegttention deficit hyperactivity disordeinability to concentrate,
sensorysensitivities, deterioration in learning abilities and school performance, developmental and age
regression(including deterioration in handwriting), sleep and nighttimdiadifties, or urinary
frequencyor daytime or nighttime secondary enuresis; and

Whereas, the onset of symptoms corresponds to an infection, usually strep; and

Whereas,PANDAS children may have moderate dramatic improvement with antibiotics
within one week of treatment; howeyéirther intervention may be needed; and

Whereas, how to stop tlemtire syndrome is still debated, but many parents and doctors report
prolonged (two months to one year) antibiotic and intravenous immunoglobulin treatment or
plasmapheresisave beneficial écts; and

WhereasPITAND (Pediatric Infection—figgered Autoimmune Neuropsychiatric Disorders) is
similar to ANDAS in terms of presentation; howeygrconsists of a broader list of possible triggers,
not only strep, which may include mycoplasma pneumonia, mononucleggig, disease, viruses,
vaccineinjury, and more; and

WhereasPANS (Pediatric Acute—Onset Neuropsychiatric Syndrome) is a new classification
introducedin the 2012 research paper “From Research Subgroup to Clinical Syndrome: Modifying the
PANDAS Criteria to DescribeANS”; and

WhereasPANS is broader thanANDAS and PI'RND, including not only disorders associated
with a preceding infection, but also acute—onset non-infectious triggers, such as environmental and
metabolictriggers; and

Whereasno treatment plan for this syndrome has been defined, but treatment plans similar to
thosefor PANDAS should be attempted; and

Whereas,the threecriteria for ANS are: abrupt, dramatic onset of obsessive—compulsive
disorder or severely restricted food intake; concurrent presence of additional neuropsychiatric
symptomswith similarly severe and acutaset; and that the symptoms are not better explained by a
known neurological or medical disorder; and

WhereasPANDAS, PITAND, and ANS remain frequently misdiagnosed, undiagnosed, and
undertreatediue to the lack of awareness of these disorders on the ghea ptiblic and even the
medicalcommunity; and

Whereasa conservative estimate of the prevalenceAIPAS and RANS cases in the United
Statesalone is 162,000; howevehe true prevalence oARDAS and ANS is not known; and
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informationthat is medically accurate and reviewed by tigawization$ scientific advisory board; and

Whereas,the Wsconsin RNDAS and RANS parent support group strivés build public
awarenes®f PANDAS, PITAND, and RANS, provide ongoing family support, and gatlaerd
disseminateesources to familiesfatted by the disorder; and

Whereasit is imperative that there be greater public awarenetgso$erious health issue, and
moremust be done to increase activity at the local, state, and national levelshex@fore, be it
