“SECTION 2¢. 49.155 (1m) (c) 1d. b. of the statutes is created to read:

49.155 (1m) (c) 1d. b. Notwithstanding subd. 1d. a., if the gross income of an

individual’s family or, if subd. 1g. or 1h. applies, a child’s family exceeds 85 percent
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of the state median income for a family the size of the individual’s or child’s family,
the individual is not eligible to receive a child care subsidy under this section.
SECTION 2g. 49.155 (1m) (c) 1g. of the statutes is amended to read:

49.155 (1m) (c) 1g. If Except as provided under subd. 1d., if the individual is

a foster parent of the child or a subsidized guardian or interim caretaker of the child
under s. 48.623, the child’s biological or adoptive family has a gross income that is
at or below 200 percent of the poverty line. In calculating the gross income of the
child’s biological or adoptive family, the department or county department or agency
determining eligibility shall include court-ordered child or family support payments
received by the individual, if those support payments exceed $1,250 per month, and
income described under s. 49.145 (3) (b) 1. and 3.
SECTION 2m. 49.155 (1m) (c) 1h. of the statutes is amended to read:

49.155 (1m) (c) 1h. If Except as provided under subd. 1d., if the individual is

a relative of the child, is providing care for the child under a court order, and is
receiving payments under s. 48.57 (3m) or (3n) on behalf of the child, the child’s
biological or adoptive family has a gross income that is at or below 200 percent of the
poverty line. In calculating the gross income of the child’s biological or adoptive
family, the department or county department or agency determining eligibility shall
include court-ordered child or family support payments received by the individual,
if those support payments exceed $1,250 per month, and income described under s.
49.145 (3) (b) 1. and 3.”.
