ASSIGNING EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS RESPONSIBILITIES AND EMERGENCY FUNCTIONS 
TO THE COMMISSIONEP OF TAXATION FOR PETROLEUM RESOURCES 

WHEREAS, a permanent condition of preparedness must be achieved by the 
State to deal with emergency situations of all kinds I including nuclear war; and 

WHEREAS, the qovernment s of the United States and of the State of Wisconsin 
have contracted to develop coordinated plans to this end; and 

WHEREAS, the actions necessary to deal with these emergency situations are 
of direct concern to the department s of the State government; and 

WHEREAS, the maLitenance of the effectiveness of a condition of preparedness 
can best be accomplished throuch support by selected departments of the State government; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, WARREN P. KNOWLES, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, 
by virtue of the authority vested in me by the State Constitution and by the laws of the 
State of Wisconsin and in accord with the provisions of Chapter 22, Wisconsin Statutes, 
as enacted by the legislature in Chapter 628, laws of 1959, do hereby order and direct 
the as signment of certain emergency functions and responsibilities, over and above those 
previously as signed to the Commissioner of Taxation. 

SECTION I. SCOPE 

The Commissioner of Taxation is hereby delegated the authority and responsi­
bility for coordinating and d.irectinq all state government functions relating to petroleum 
resource management activities within the state during periods of national emergency 
provided for in the statutes crted above and shall: 

A.	 Develop plans and procedures for the efficient and effective 
guidance and coordination of all petroleum resource manage­
ment e ct.rvit i e s and insure the proper allocation of all petroleum 
resources in He state to meet the needs of civil defens e, the 
armed forces, the supporting civil economy and the rest of the 
public. 

B.	 Develop and m s i nte i n a state of readines s in petroleum activities 
within the state with respect to all degTees of national emergency 
including atta ck upon the United States. 

C.	 Be prepared to implement all plans developed under this order. 

D.	 Develop a nd m.rrnta in plans and a n operatlonal organization

SECTION II. PRCPA1::zEDNESS RCSP01\TSIBILITY 

The Commissioner of Taxation shall develop long range programs designed to 
integrate the requirements for all petroleum management activities in the state in a 
national emergency. In doing so he shall: 

A.	 Review available federal guidance materials to assure under­
standing of and compatibility with national aims and especially 
with provisions of the National Plan for Emergency Preparedness. 

B.	 Establish l ia ison and working agreements with appropriete 
federal agenc.ces. 

C.	 Assemble I e na lyze and evaluate data on petroleum requirements 
to meet emergency needs of civil defens e I military operations 
and of the supporting civil economy. 

D.	 Develop pla ns and procedures for the collection and analysis of 
requirements ~:or petroleum in emergency periods. 

E.	 With due regard for plans developed by federal agencies a s signed 
petroleum responsibilities I be prepared to provide the adminis­
trative and Ioqt st.l cal support required to perform the functions 
herein assigned and delegated. 

SECTION III. EMERGENCY FUNCTIONS 

In the event of national emergency provided for by the Wisconsin statutes 
cited herein I the Commis s i orier of Taxation I making full us e of the State Petroleum 
Agency I shall: 

A.	 Advise and assist the Governor in directing and coordinating 
petroleum functions in the state in accord with the state plan 
for emergency management of resources. 

B.	 Develop policy and guidance for the petroleum industry in the 
state in its err.ercency operations with due regard to national 
aims in this field. 

C.	 Establish priorities for and make allocation of services and 
materials to support the essential petroleum functions under 
jurisdiction of the state. 

D.	 Render all required administrative and logistical support to 
the State Petrol eum Agency. 

SECTION IV. FUNCTION\L GUIDANCE 

The	 Commis sioner::)f Taxation in carrying out the functions outlined in thisI 

order shall be guided by the state of Wisconsin emergency plans. He shall: 

A.	 Ascertain requ.rements for all supporting resources required 
for carrying out the assigned responsibilities and take such 
a ct.ioris as may be required and are within the laws of the 
state to insure their availability in national emergencies.I 

B.	 Develop such orqa ruzation a s may be required to perform the 
a s signed functions t subj ect to the laws of the state. 

C.	 Provide for cortinuity of operation through developing lines 
of s ucces sion .o key positions I through safeguarding of 
es sential reooi ds I maintenance of alternate headquarters 
and thrcuqh eHective use of government resources I personnel 

and	 facili'Lies. 



SEC;'J'ION v. rn: DEL:CCJ\'I'10 N 

Subject to the approval of the Governor I the Commissioner of T,Jxahon 
is hereby authorized to redelegate the functions herein assigned to him except that 
of providing administrative and logistical support to the State Petroleum Agency. 
This redelegation may be made to an individual within his own department or to an 
.individual from outside the state government I who is expert in the functions as signed. 
In any case I the Commissioner of Taxation will remain responsible for maintaining 
continuity in the staffing and in tIle operating capability of the State Petroleum Agency. 

SECTION VI. MEMBERSHIP ON THE RESOURCE PRIOHITIES BOARD 

Notwithstanding the as signments made herein I the Director of the State 
Petroleum Agency shall represent the petroleum functions on the Resource Priorities 
Board provided for in Section 5 I RM-2 I State Plan for Emergency Management of 
Resources. 

SECTION VII. PRIOR S'CECUTIVE ORDERS 

The Executive Order dated November 1 .. 1965 covering the assignment of 
Emergency Preparednes s Respons Lbil it Ie s and Emergency Functions to the Commis sioner 
of Taxation for Petroleum and Gas Resources is hereby superseded and revoked.
