14.019 of the Wlscon sin Statu t.e s to be known as the "C'i ti zen Study Com­
mittee on Motropolitan Problems", to be constituted as follows: 

I. The Committee shall be appointed by the Governor, a majority 
of whom shall be residents of thq city of the first claGs or incorporated 
municipalitics dircctly or indirectly contiguous theroto. Mer.lbcrs shall 
have demonstrated an interest in the problems of local governMent und 3 
know.l cdge thereof. The Cha I rman of the Comm i t te e shnllhavc the r-espons L> 
bility for prescribing reasonable procedures to be followed by the Corrunitt 
Advisory Committees of technical experts may be created to serve on the 
Committee and tho Committee may bo enlarged if that is deemed dc~irable. 

II. Tho Committee shall investigate the fairness, adcquncYt 
efficiency, and responsiveness to tlle people of local government in the 
metropolitan areas of the state. Tho Committee. shall consider not only 
~xisting problems but shall also determine hOlf the problems of the future 
might best be provided for. The Committee shall then report to the 
Govornor to recommond possible modifications of state statutes concerning 
local government within a period of approximately one year from the date 
hereof. 

III. In order to fully carry out its charge, the Committee 
or any Sub-coJ!lr:dttee thereof mLlY hold public hcari.ng~ and request all 
interested pnrties, including officials of local government, to testify 
and submit data. The Coram l t t e c will a.l s o have full authority to conduct 
independent research, investigate wor)cing metropolitan arrangements in 
other localitic~, publish interim and finnl reports, contract for services, 
accept grants and services, and do whatever else might be required to
