()	 2. What can the Council do to encourage substantially 
increased funding from both public and private sources and 
insure wise distribution of such finds? 

3. How shcu l d membership of the Arts Council be determined
 
in order to insure adequate representation of all segments
 
of our citizenry, such as youth and minority groups, as
 
well as balanced representation among the various kinds of
 
art, the artists themselves, the audience groups, and the
 
public and private patrons of the arts?
 

4. HOw can the Council best recognize and encourage promIsIng
 
individual artists in Wisconsin?'
 

S. How can minority arts projects be best assisted by the
 
Council?
 

In the course of its study, the Committee may consider
 
any additional questions related either directly or indirectly
 
to th~Qe included in the charge, hold public heartngs, request
 
Lnte r eeste d parties to appear and submit data and do whatever
 
else i~ neces5ary to ~arry out its task.. It will have full
 
autho~ity to ~oriduct independent research and publish interim
 
and final reports. The committee will present its recommendations
