NOW, iHEREF8RE, I, PATRICK J. LUCEY, Governor of the State 
of Wisconsin, do hereby create the Wisconsin Council for Consumer 
Affairs and charge the Council to serve as a focal point for citizen 
complaints, to advocate and coordinate agency action on citizen 
complaints, to review and evaluate the cO~lduct and organization of 
existing activities in order to suggest program changes to the 
Legislature, to reconmend new state and/or local activities, to 
propose statutory changes in existing law for improvenent of 
consumer protection in Wisconsin, to coordinate consumer education 
progr~s, to review requests for federal aids related to conSUQer 
protection, and to review the impact of federal legislation on 
Wisconsin consumer protection activities. 

The Lieutenant Governor shall serve as Chairman of the 
Council. Funding of the Council and its staff shall be a combina­
tion of state, federal, and local resources. 

In order to fully carry out its charge, the Committee or 
any Sub-Committee thereof, may hold public hearings and request all 
interested parties to testify and submit data. The Committee will 
also have full authority to conduct independent research, publish 
reports, contract fOT serviccs~ accept grants and services, and do 
Whatever else might bo required to better carry out its t~sk. 
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Council members shall serve at the pleasure of the 
Governor. 

In the furtherance of the purpose of this order, state 
agencies are directed, withi.n their fiscal capac i ties, to nake
