FURTHER, under the authority contained in Section 21.11
of the Wisconsin Statutes, I hereby order into state service
sufficient men and equipment of the Wisconsin National Guard as are
necessary to assist the members of the Wisconsin State Traffic
Patrol in the performance of their duties during the critical
danger periods ¢f the summer of 1972,
