That all State agencies shall" cooperate with and assist

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3)	 That in considering any kind of action, even if the !. ,1 
agency has classified the action as a Type III action . ! 

ifor Environmental Impact Statement purposes, all respon­
sible State agency officials, to the fullest extent 
possible, shall examine and respond to the environmental 
and economic consequences of the action, and, if an EIS 
was prepared, .s ba lI review the EIS and public comments 
prior to committing the agency to a course of action. 

4)	 That previously issued guidelines are superceded by
these guidelines, which shall remain .in effect until 
modified or terminated by further Executive Order. 

S)	 That tlfe operating effectiveness of these guidelines
shall be periodically evaluated by the Intragency WEPA 
Coordinating Committee and recommendations made to me 
for	 their improvement.
