WHEREAS, state agencies require that various forms
be completed in order to help administer the laws and deliver

WHEREAS, the existence of unnecessary or ambiguous °
forms or forms reguesting unneeded information creates
wasteful paperwork, imposes a heavy burden on local units of
government, businesses and other organizations, and private
citizens, and impairs the effective delivery of services to
the people; and .

WHEREAS, a review of all agency forms resulting in
the elimination of unnecessary forms and the simplification
of needed forms will reduce paperwork, ease the burden borne
by the people of the state, and allow government to deliver
improved services at a decreased cost;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, PATRICK J. LUCEY, Governor of
the State of Wisconsin, by virtue of the anthority vested in
me by the Constitution and Statutes of this state, do hereby
ORDER AND DIRECT that:

1. The head of each agency shall immgd@ately
establish a forms review process in order to ellmlqnte,
consolidate, and simplify thst agency's forms. Primary
attention shall be directed to forms used by Cltlzensft .
businesses, other private organizations, and loEal 9mlfsros
government. Secondary emphasis shall be directed to form
ased in internal state government operations. Whgn_appgoana_
priate, agencies shall seek advice from private citizen 2

cther form users.

2. The forms review process should'p}aie ggggégubar,
emphasis on the uses of individual forms. ?pec%af gﬁation
should be made to eliminate forms that provide in gténsive

4. The head of each agency, after determining
that forms which should be eliminated or simplified are
nogetheles§ required by statute or rule, shall seek appro-
priate action to repeal or amend the statutes or rules in
question.

. 5. The Department of Administration shall assist
agencies in their forms review process by providing proce-
dural recommendations: the Department shall also clarify
areas of duplication on a statewide basis; and shall report
Eggjresults of the forms review te the Governox by June 30,

6. Upon completion of the foxms review, state
agencies shall make recommendations to the Department of
Administration regarding the avoidance of unnecessary forms
and form requirements in the future.
