EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 49

WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Coasta] Coordinating and Adv1sory Council
was estab11shed in 1974 by the Executive 0ffice to examine coastal
issues and prob]ems in the state and recommend a future course of action
for the state in regards to coastal management; and

. WHEREAS, th1s Coord1nat1ng and Advisory Council, with the full
part1c1pat1on of state agencies, local governments, the university,
legislators, regional p]annnng commissions, and the affected public, has
actively studied coastal issues and problems and possible governmental
-and citizen responses to these issues and problems; and

WHEREAS, this Coordinating and Advisory.Council has recommended
that an improved coastal management program for Wisconsin be established
and that Wisconsin seek funding for the implementation of this program
through the federal Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972, as amended; and

WHEREAS, Wisconsin's official coastal management program has been
formally submitted to the federal government for approval under the
'federa] Coastal Zone Management Act of 1972, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin has a strong interest in-and
programs for the preservation, protection, development and, where
possible, the restoration and enhancement of Wisconsin's coastaT area,l
and

WHEREAS, many coastal Tocal governments have éxpressed a strong
~interest in improving on a v01untary bas1s their capab111t1es for local
coastal management; and v

WHEREAS, any state coastal management program should involve full
~governmental coordination and pub11c involvement and should consider the
relationships between N1scons1n s coastal and inland areas.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, MARTIN J. SCHREIBER, Acting Governor of the
State of Wisconsin, by virtue of the authorwty vested in me by the -
Constitution and Statutes of this state, do hereby order:

1. That there is created pursuant to Section 14.019 of the
Wisconsin Statutes a Wisconsin Coastal Management Council to advise me
on coastal management issues and provide policy direction for Wisconsin's
coastal management efforts, with the specific responsibility to:
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a. - Advocate the wise and balanced use of the coastal environ-
ment, the recognition in federal, state and Tecal policies of the
uniqueness of the coastal environment, and the 1mprovement of coastal
magigement efforts before state, 1oca1 and federal agencies and the
public;

b. Coordinate and stimulate coastal management activities of
state agencies, regional plarning commissions, local government and
other public and private organlzat1ons, and such activities of the
federal government as affect the state's coastal area;

_ . Cc. Make public reports to educate and tinform the peopTe on
coastal issues;

d. Develop and recommend state coastal policies that focus
on the wise and balanced use of the coastal resagurce;

. e. Review state policies and programs for cons1stency with
the policies established in subsection (dg

f. Examine the authority and responsibility now vested in
state agencies for coastal management in terms of its adequacy and
potential improvement;

‘ g. Adopt and per1od1ca11y update a state coasta] management
program; and

h. Perform other such functions as may be assigned.

2. That the Council shall consist of representatives of state
agencies, the legislature, local-governments, the University, citizens,
and tribal governments; and that the Governor sha11 designate a chair-
person of the Council;

3. That the 0ff1ce of State P]ann1ng and Energy, Department of
Administration shall be the agehcy to receive and administer grants for -
implementation of the coastal management program and shall be the . lead
agency for program implementation; : o

4. That all state agencies shall, to the fullest extent possible -
consistent with their statutory responsibilities, cooperate with the
. Coastal Management Council and act consistently with adopted state
coastal policies, which are set out below;



5. That the Coasta] Management Council sha1| prOV1desuch'ﬁnancm1
assistance as-is available and appropriate to state agencies to improve

the administration and implementation of state coastal management
activities;

b. That the .Coastal Management Council sha11 when soreqmsted
provide a full range of such technical and f1nancna1 assistance as is
avaitable and appropriate to localities to promote and 1mmmve10cﬂ
coastal management capab1]1t1es,

7.  That, where appropriate, the coastaT management program shall
be carried out cooperatively with University of Wisconsin coastal
management capab111t1es,

8. .That full coordination with and part1c1pat1on of Wisconsin's
tribal governments be encouraged, with the Coastal Management Council
providing the assistance allowed by law to tribal governments to promote
and improve tribal coastal management capabilities;

9. That citizens shall be prov1ded full opportun1t1esforparhc1pahon
. in Wisconsin's coastal management program, and in furtherance of this

end, a state Citizens Advisory Committee shall be established by the

Coasta] Management Council to monitor initial program implementation and

to promote programs of public education and public participation;

10. That the area for this coastal management program shall
consist of the Wisconsin portions of the waters of Lake Supmwor,lake
Michigan, and Green Bay and the adjacent counties;

11. That the Coasta1 Management Council shall periodically report
to the Executive Office, state agencies, the legislature andthepuM1c
on the progress of the program and on recommendat1ons for +improving
Qw1scons1n s coastal. management, and '

12. That the following are and shall be the State of Wisconsin's
official coastal management policies:

a. The state policy on coastal water quality is to improve -
the quality and management of the waters of the coastal area; to restore
- the chemical, physical and bielegical integrity of its waters; to o
A protect pub11c health, safeguard agquatic 1ife and scenic and ecological -

" values; and to enhance the domestic, municipal, recreational, industrial,
agr1cu]tura1 and other uses of water. The state policy on coastal air -
‘qua11ty is to improve the quality of the air resource through restricting
~any new air contaminant peint- sources and restr1ct1ng the discharge of

* hazardous po]]utants




A b.  The state policy on natural land and water resources is
to conserve and enhance these resources by: :

1. Designating and managing special areas of the state, -
including scientific areas, state parks, state forests, and state
wildlife areas, so as to protect and enhance fish and wildlife habitat,
forest resources, lakes and streams, recreation resources, and endangered
‘plant and animal spec1es

2. Providing special management attention to the

- conservation and enhancement of Great Lakes fisheries resources by
conducting fish rearing, fish stocking and fisheries research programs,
by regulating sport and commercial fishing, and by designating certain
portions- of the Great Lakes as fish habitat protectmn areas; and

3. Ensuring that the foﬂowmg activities that are
engaged in or are subject to regulation by state agencies are conducted
so as to minimize the destruction or: degradation of coastal wetlands
" and to preserve the natural and beneficial values of coastal wetlands
and the public interest therein. ' These.activities incTude: (a) the
acqguisition, management and disposition of -state lands and facilities;
(b) construction activities assisted by or directly undertaken by state -
agencies; and (c) regulation of land and water.uses in coastal wetland
areas.

C. | The state policy on natural hazard areas is to mitigate
risks to public health and safety and risks of property damage by:

1. Prov1d1ng that all deve]opment in areas subject
to serious flooding will not materially alter the natural capacity
af the lake or river so as to intensify the magnitude of floods,
expose citizens to hazards, or cause future public expenditures for
flood disaster relief; and ' :

2. Regulatd ng those earth moving, devegetatmn and
construction activities now reviewed by state agencies so as not to
a_cce]erate the rate of shoreline eros1on or bluff recession.

d. fhe state policy on coastal community development 1s g
‘to ensure the orderly and balanced deve]opment of coastal communities,
giving full consideration to ecenomic, ecological, human resource,
‘cultural, historic, recreatwna] and aesthetm values, and existing
and future. needs by:

: 1. Requiring local ordinances that ensure the
efficient use, conservation, development and protechon of the state's
coasta1 resources in rural areas;

2. Ensuring that subd1v1s1ons are 1a1d out in an
~orderly fashion, are properly ‘surveyed, and make adequate provmon
of pub'l1c access to coastal waters;

3. Ensumng that the state's significant h1stor1c,
architectural and archeological resources are identified, recognized
and protected in all state activities and that efforts are undertaken
to ameliorate any potent1a] adverse effects caused by state action;

4. Designating and aiding in the restoration of
bhghted waterfront areas so as to protect and enhance public safety,
aesthetics and economic well- being; . ‘ \

5. - Acquiring additional recreational Tands in
.'heavﬂ_y populated areas of the state, and

6. - Ensuring that shore]and a1terat1ons are not
detrimental to fish and wildlife hab1tat, nav1gat1on flood ﬂow
capacity or the public 1nterest

e. The state policy on economic development is to
stimulate desirable economic development that broadens the coastal
area economy and tg encourage the des1gnat1on and reservation of areas
~of significance to activities requiring. a coastal location by:

1. Pvrovidi‘ng special planning, management and
m-promotiona] ‘attention to Great Lakes port and transportation issues;

2. Coordmatmg, st1mu1at1ng and promoting the
arderly and env1ronmenta11y sound prov1s10n of business and tourism
facilities; and . .

3. Managing the planning for and siting of electrical
_generating and transmission facﬂ1t1es so as to ensure protection of
water quahty, public and riparian rights and orderly 1and use.

- f. The state policy on.government 1nterre1at1onsh1ps
is to ensure 1ntergovernmentai communication, cooperation and
coordmatwn in aH aspects of ceastal management through:



1. Creating and operating an interagency, inter-
. governmental Coastal Management Counci] with representation from all
directly affected agencies and levels of government and citizens
within the state;

: ' 2.  Creating and maintaining technical/citizen:
committees to ensure .coardination of specific projects and programs:;

3. Maintaining a workable sysiem of interagency
reviews and comments on coastal program activities; and

, 4.  Requiring state and federal agencies to consuit
with and obtain the comments of other agencies with respect to any
significant environmental impact involved in their major actions.

g. The state policy on public involvement 1is to provide
citizens with full oppartunities for early and continuous .involvement
tive communication and participation.
