WHEREAS, such severe winter weather creates hardships and threats to the life 
and safety of the citizens of the State of Wisconsin; and 

WHEREAS, the following counties are affected as a result of the severe winter 
weather: Milwaukee City and Kenosha County. 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, LEE SHERMAN DREYFUS, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, 
by virtue of the authority vested in my by Section 22.16(3) (b) (1), \-Jisconsin 
Statutes, de hereby proclaim and declare that a 

STATE OF EMERGENCY 

exists in the above enumerated counties of this state; and 

PURSUANT TO said STATE OF EMERGENCY, I hereby dec Lar a my intent to exercise the 
authority vested in me by Section 22.l6(3)(b)(S), ~isconsin Statutes, to issue such 
orders as I deem necessary for the security of persons and property; 

THEREFORE, I calIon all state agencies to provide the maximum assistance available 
to local government, in counteracting the ef f ec t s of this emergency; and 

SPECIFICALLY, the National Guard, the Department' of Natural Resources, and the 
Department of Transportation should utilize their equipment and personnel to assist 
in snow removal. operations and traffic guidance.
