
EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 42 

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin desires to receive
 
federal grant assistance under Section 1202 of Title X of
 
the United States Code and in order to do so must first
. ,
establlsh a state commission or designate an existing state 
agency. or state commission as the Wisconsin postsecondary 
education commission; and 

WHEREAS, the purpose of -such a commission is to 
support comprehensive inventories of, and studies with respect 
to, all public and private postsecondary educational resources 
in the state, including the planning necessary for such 
resources to be better coordinated, improved, expanded or 

"altered, so that all persons who desire, and who can benefit 
from, postsecondary education may have the opportunity 
to do SOi and 

WHEREAS, the state agency so designated must"meet
 
the broad representation requirements of Sec·tion 1202 of
 
Title X, u.s. Code, equitably representing the general public
 
and public and private nonprofit and proprietary institutions
 
of postsecondary education in the State of Wisconsin~
 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, LEE SHERMAN DREYFUS, Governor
 
of the State of Wisconsin, by virture of the authority vested
 
in me by Section 14.019 and 16.54, Wisconsin Statutes, do
 
hereby create and establish the Education Advisory Council,
 
and, further, do hereby designate the Education Advisory
 
Council as the State Postsecondary Education Commission (1202
 
Cormnission) to execute the responsibilities identified in
 
Title X of the United States Code.
 

THE EDUCATION ADVISORY COUNCIL 

The Education Advisory Council shall execute the
 
responsibilities required of such commissions by Title X,
 
United States CO-de. These responsibilities include compre­

hensive inveni:;O;:t:'c;ies of, and studies with respect to, all
 
public and pri:V':.q.ite postsecondary educational resources in
 
the state, in.c3c~,ging the planning necessary for such resources
 
to be better (::q~;Wdinated, improved, expanded or al tered, so
 
that all persG~!:;;i;;who desir.e,and who can henefit from,
 
postsecondary~j:I,\).:lcationmay have the opportunity to do so.
