NOW, THEREFQRE, I, LEE SHERMAN DREYFUS, Governor
of the State of Wisconsin, pursuant to the authority vested
in me by the Constitution and the laws of this state, do

hereby:

Order, pursuant to the provisions of Section
14.019, Wisconsin Statutes, the creation of
the Governor's Council on Forest Productivity,
to advise the Governor on issues pertaining
to Wisconsin's forests and to provide policy
direction for Wisconsin's forest management
efforts. The Council shall be appointed by
the Governor and shall consist of members of
the public, public officials, representatives
of institutions of higher learning, and the
forest and paper industry. The Governor shall

designate the chair.
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5. Instruct the Secretary of the Department of
Administration to provide the Council with
such sums of money as are necessary for
legitimate travel and operating expenses, as
provided by the Joint Finance Committee under
