. WHEREAS, a significant portion of the State's land resources is
 
subject to recurrent. f1o~ding by overflowing of streams, lakes and other
 
watercourses thr-eatening ~lfeand causing loss of property, disruption of commerce
 
and governmental services, unsanitary conditions and interruptions of
 
transportation and communication, all of which are detrimental to the health
 
safety, welfare and property of the occupants of flooded lands and the people
 
of the State; and
 

WHEREAS, the public interest necessitates sound land use
 
development as land is a limited and irreplaceable resource, and the floodplains
 
of the state are a land resource to be used in a manner which will result in
 
minimum loss of life or threat to health or water quality and in minimization of
 
private and public economic loss caused by flooding; and
 

WHEREAS, the State's FloodplaIn Management program is designed
 
to protect life, health and property, minimize expenditures of public monies for
 
costly flood control projects, minimize the need for rescue and relief efforts
 
undertaken at the expense of the general public, minimize business interruptions,
 
minimize damage to public facilities (such as watermains, sewer lines, streets and
 
bridges), minimize the occurrence of future flood blight areas and discourage the
 
victimization of unwary land and home buyers; and
 

WHEREAS, the state government has extensive and continuing
 
programs for the construction of buildings and other facilities and provides
 
financial assistance to local governmental units and private concerns for
 
development of similar facilities, all of which activities significantly influence
 
patterns of residential, commercial and industrial development; and
 

WHEREAS, the location of critical use facilities (hazardous facilities,
 
hospitals, prisons, nursing homes, emergency and rescue and relief facilities) in
 
a flood hazard area creates special problems and should be avoided at all times; and
 

WHEREAS, the federal government has programs to provide state 
and local financial assistance and whereas the availability of federal loans and 
mortgage insurance and land use planning programs are determining factors in 
the utilization of lands; and 

WHEREAS, the nonfederal cost sharing for disaster aids is increasing 
and the State needs to minimize, with a goal to eventually eliminate, the amount 
of state funds associated with development in a floodplain; and ", 

WHEREAS, the evaluation of flood hazard associated with State­
owned or leased State-insured, State-assisted, or State-regulated development 
and other facilities is an essential element of the State's floodplain Management 
program 

NOW THEREFORE, by virtue of the authority vested in me as 
Governor of the State of Wisconsin, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED as follows: 

The heads of all State agencies and all other agencies listed in Chapter 20 of 
the Wisconsin Statutes, shall provide leadership to encourage 11 broad and unified 
effort to prevent the uneconomic use and development of the floodplains of the 
State, to discourage further development in f.loodplain a~eas, to ensure consisten~y 
in State activities with the rules and regulatIOns regardmg land use find floodplam 
d~veloPlllent and: m!!l]agetjlent,and in particula~, to les~en the risk of f~OOd losses 
related to.

EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 74 

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin is experIenclng a large number of 
deaths and injuries on its highways; and 

WHEREAS, a great number of deaths and injuries have in the past 
occurred on Memorial weekend; and 

WHEREAS, more motorists are expected to use Wisconsin highways 
during this summer than ever before in the state's history; and 

WHEREAS, an unconscionable number of citizens win be killed or injured 
on Wisconsin highways during the holiday weekends unless all available resources 
are utilized to support the highway safety effort; 

NOW. THEREFORE, I, ANTHONY S. EARL, Governor of the State- of 
Wisconsin, do hereby declare a 

STATE OF EMERGENCY 

to exist in Wisconsin starting at 12:00 noon, Friday, May 24, 1985, until midnight, 
Monday, May 27, t985, and urge all motorists traveling on Wisconsin highways to 
exercise extreme caution during this period to assist in reducing highway accidents. 

FURTHER, under the authority contained in Section 12.11 of the 
Wisconsin Statutes, I hereby order into state service su~ficient P7rson5. and equipment 
of the Wisconsin National Guard as are necessary to assist the Wisconsin State Pa trol 
and local law enforcement agencies in the performan?e of .thei~ ~uties b~ providing 
medical assistance and evacuation of the injured during this crl tical period,
