b. District 1199 W/Uni ted Professionals for Quali ty Health Care, covering 
employees in the professional patient care collective bargaining unit , 

c. Wisconsin State Em ployees Union, AFSCME Council 24, and its 
appropriate affiliated locals, AFL-CIO, covering employes in the clerical and related, 
the blue collar and non-building trades, the security and public safety, the technical, 
the professional research, statistics and analysis and the professional social services 
bargaining uni ts, 

d. Wisconsin Science PI'ofessionals, AFT, Local 3732, covering employees 
in the professional science ba.rgaining unit, 

e. Wisconsin state Attorneys Association, Inc., coverning employees in 

the pr of'esslonal legal bargaining unit, 

f. State Engineering Association, covering employees in the professional 

engin eer-ing bargaining unit.
