There is hereby alloc~~ed t~ the Department on behalf of the 
cities, villages and l~wns ~f the State o~ Wisconsm and all other political subdivisions 
of the St,ate of \'Ilsconsm (and public corporations established by any of the 
aforementloned) empowered to borrow money for tile calendar year 1985 
$56.325 million as an additional portion of the Ceiling Amount to be further allocated 
according to thc procedure established in §5 (a) through (c) of Executive Order 1168. 

§7. All applications or renewals shall be processed in the order 
received by the Department. Applications or renewals received by the Department 
on the same date shall, in the absence of evidence of relative time of receipt be 
treated as having been received In the same order as tile date of receipt by' the 
Departmen.t of t~e good faith estimate of the attorney's fees required under Section 
66.521, Wlsconsm Statutes, pertaining to the Private Activity Bonds for which such 
application is being made, and to the extent that the good faith estimate of the 
atto:ney.'s fees ~Yas. filed on the same date with respect to more than one such 
application, applications shall be treated as ha ving been recei ved in the same order 
as. the ~doption of the "initial resolution" (as such term is defined in Section 66.521, 
:'hsconsm Statutes) pertaining to the Private Activi ty Bonds for which such application 
IS being made. 

. §B. Notwithstanding the provisions of §S of Executive Order #6B, an 
allocation made thereunder shall be void unless the Department is furnished on or 
befo;e Dec~mber.12, 1985, with either (i) an affidavit of publication of a no'tice of 
public hearmg WIth respect to the Private Activity Bonds for which the allocation 
has .been made, or (ii) a letter from bond counsel for such Private Activity Bonds 
stat.l.~g that a ~~tic7 of pu?lic hearing \~ith respect to such Bonds has been published, 
or (lJI) the notification of ISsuance required under §5(c) of Executive Order #68 with 
respect to .sllch Pri~ate Activity Bonds. The Department shall promptly provide a 
co~y of this Executive Order to the municipality, or person acting on its behalf 
WhICh has received any allocation expiring after December 8, 1985. ' 

§9. Except to the extent modified hereby, Executive Order #68 is 
hereby confirmed and ratified. 

. §1D. I hereby certify, under penalty of perjury under the laws of the 
United States of America, that this Executive Order was not made in consideration 
of any bribe, gift, gratuity, or direct or indirect contribution to any political campaign.
