WHEREAS, the Wisconsin economy is a complex: mixture of public d .activities, and an private sector 

WHEREAS, Wisconsin state government has a wide range of responsibilities including 
support of local government and school districts, higher education, services fo'r the poor 
an? elderly, economic development, environmental protection, transportation, and other 

er-it i cal functions, and 

WHER~AS, there does not exist a broad understanding of the pat tern of state government 
expendItures or their effects on the Wisconsin economy, and the relationship between 
state and local government expenditures and the strength of the Wisconsin economy 
should be thoroughly and rigorously examined, and
 

WHEREAS, the Strategic Development Commission has recommended the establishing of
 

a state Spending Commission, and
 

WHEREAS, an examination of state expenditures can be most effectively· accomplished
 
by an independent, highly qualified grou\? of private sector individuals, and 

WHEREAS, the recommendations of such a commission should be available prior to the
 

submission of the 1987-89 biennial budget,
 

THEREFORE, I Anthony S. Earl, Governor of Wisconsin, by the authority vested in me
 
by the Constitution and Wis. Stats. § 14.019, do establish the Wisconsin Expenditure
 

Commission, which shall:
