14.019, do hereby:

(e)	 the Secretary of the Department of Regulation and 
Licensing, or designee

r'" OCT 1919:87 
(f)	 the President of the University of Wisconsin System, 

or designeeLEGISLATIVE nEFEREI\JCE 
(g) a representative of the hospital industryBUREAU 
(h)	 two representatives of the United Professionals for 

Quality Health Care, Local 1199-W 

(1)	 four representati ves from the Legis 1ature; one 
designated by the Speaker of the Assembly, one 
designated by the Assembly Minority Leader, one 
designated by the Senate Majority Leader and one 
designated by the Senate Minority Leader 

(j)	 the State Director and Executive Officer of the 
Board of Vocational, Technical and Adult Education, 
or designee 

A11 members sha 11 be appointed by the Governor, to serve at 
hi s pleasure. 

(3)	 Provide that the purpose of the Committee shall be the 
study of nurse hiring, retention, promotion, staffing, 
education and other facets which impact upon the nursing 
profession, including, but not limited to, expansion of 
minority opportunities. 



(4)	 Require that staff support for the Committee be provided 
by the Department of Employment Relations, and that 
expenses associated with the Committee be borne equally 
by the Department of Industry, Labor and Human 
Relations, the Department of Employment Relations, the 
Department of Hea Ith and Socia 1 Servi ces, the Department 
of Administration and the Department of Regulation and 
Licensing. 

{5}	 Require that the Committee report to the Governor by 
April 15, 1988 with its findings and conclusions, for 
possible action by the Legislature if necessary.
