Prov ide that the membershi p of the Task Force sha 11 
net exceed twenty-five (25) members, with all 
members to serve at the Governor I s pleasure. 
Direct that the Task Force solicit public comment, 
review and reconmend legislation desired to resolve 
the following issues, among others: 
(a) Judicial options available under Chapter 48. 
(b) The availability of, and effectiveness of, 

dispositional alternatives. 
(c) The value of restitution, particularly whether 

current law regarding restitution is adequate. 
(d) Juvenile detention and detention facilities. 
(e) Implementation of "early intervention" options. 
(f) The use of alcohol and other drugs of abuse by 

juveniles. 
(g) Parental responsibility issues. 
(h) Reduction and prevention of juvenile truancy. 
Direct that staff support for the Task Force be 
provided by the Department of Health and Social 
Services, with the expenses of the members to be 
paid by the Office of Justice Assistance.
