WHEREAS, Erank Lloyd Wright was a prominent figure in the history
of the State of Wisconsin and the father of modern architecture; and

. WHEREAS, Taliesin, Frank Lloyd Wright's Spring Green properties,
is a valued historical landmark and an architectural masterpiece, the
preservation of which is vital to maintaining the future vision of Frank
Lloyd Wright;

[ ) . ’NON, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of
DA L H1scoqsmn, by the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws
e S T of tg1s State, and specifically by ¥isconsin Statute section 14.013, do

: Lo hereby:

ST 1. Establish the Governor's Commission on Talijesin ( "The
I Commission").

2. Provide that the membership of the Commissjon shall not
exceed thirty (30) members, including representatives of the
majority and minority parties in each house of the state

e . legislature, the Secretary of the Department of

T Administration or his designee, and the Director of the State
. . ot Historical Society. The Governor shall designate two

T - nerbers to serve as honorary Co-chairs of the Commissien.

A1l members shall be appointed by the Governor to serve at

his pleasure,

3. Direct that the Commission solicit public comment, ravizw and
reconmend legislation to explore alternazfive measures to
provide for the preservation of Taliesin by addressing the
following issues, among others:

{a) The Commission shall, after a proper survey of the
current physical and structural condition of the Taliesin
buildings, prepare a physical preservation program for
Taliesin consistent with the mission Frank Lloyd Wriaint
astablished when he created the Taliesin fellowship and
the Frank Lloyd Wright Foundation.

(b) The Commission shall prepare & program for public access
to the Taliesin buildings and facilities, including
Hillsdale, tlidway, and Taliesin, The program shall
include, but not be restricted to, a propusal for visitoer
access with minimized alteration of the existing
enviromment of the buildings and swrrounding land, an
examination of the feasibility of a vi:zitor center, and a
determination of the appropriate methods for conducting
public tours.

{c) The Commission shall recommend the riost appropriate
administrative organization to assisc ~-a Frank Lioyd
Wright Foundation in the plannina, .. ment, and
oversight of the preservation an "2 1 snerations of
the Taliesin properties.



{d) The Commission shall estimate the five-year capital and
operational costs of managing the Taliesin facilities,
identify potential revenue sources and provide an
astimate of the relative volume of such sources, review
the viability of various alternative revenue sources,
including, but not limited to: tour receipts, sales from
a visitors center store, and contributions from the
federal government, private foundations, corporations and
individuals.

1) Provide that the Department of Administration shall arrange
staff assistance to the Commission.
