NOW, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of 
Wisconsin, by virtue of the authority vested in me by the Constitution 
and Laws of the State of Wisconsin and by Wisconsin Statute s. 14.019, do 
hereby: 

1)	 Repeal and recreate the Governor's Committee on Minority 
Business. 

2)	 Direct that the Governor's Committee on Minority Business 
shall consist of not more than fifteen (15) members appointed 
bY the Governor, to serve at his pleasure. 

2)	 Direct that the Chairman of the Committee shall be appointed 
by th e Governor. 

Provide that the Committee shall, on or before September 1,3) 1988, present to the Governor a report to address the 
following:
