Relating to a Special Session of the legislature. 

I, TOMMY G: THOMPSON. Governor of the State of Hlscons1n, 
pursu~nt ~o Artlc!e IV,.section 11 and Article V, section 4 of the 
Cons~ltutlon of Wl~consln do require the convening of a special
seSSlon of the legls1ature at the CapItol in Madison, beginning on 
Tuesday. October 10, 1989 at 10:00 a.m. solely to consider 
legislation as outlined in ExecutIve Order #67 and legislation in 
the following subject areas:	 ' 

(1)	 legislation relating to controlled substances; drug
paraphernalia; prohi.biting a pupil from using or possessing an 
electronic communication device 011 the premises of a pUblic 
school; creating an additional circuit court in MIlwaukee 
county; designating 2 circuit court branches as drug courts: 
revising substitution of a judge procedures in criminal actions 
involving drug violations; provid1ng penalties; and making
appropriations. 

(2)	 legislation relating to expanding the Kettle Moraine 
correctional institution and making an appropriation. 

(3)	 legislation relating to correctional institutions; probation;
parole; aftercare; youth aids; alternatives to incarceration or 
placement; and making appropriations. 

(4)	 Legislation relating to use of resources of parents who abused 
controlled substances to meet the needs of children; use of 
pUblic assistance benefits to obtain controlled substances; 
organized crime; certification of laboratories for performance
of certain chemical analyses; granting rule-making authority;
providing penalties; and making appropriations. 

(5)	 Legislation relating to providing core group training on alcohol 
and other drug abuse prevention to tribal and minority
communi. ti es; medi caI assi stance payments for i npati ent 
psychiatric care; supplemental funding for alco~oland other 
drug abuse treatment; treatment for cocaine famll1es; a study of 
the enrollment of certain recipients of medical assistance in 
health maintenance organizations; irnposinga tax on dealers of 
controlled substances; providing penalties; and making an 
appropriation. 
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(6)	 Legislation relating to an anti-drug media campaign;
community-based efforts to prevent drug and alcohol abuse: 
grants to school districts for before-school and after-school 
programs; distribution, with marriage licenses, of pamphlets 
that describe dangers to a fetus of the mother's use of drugs 
during pregnancy; a crime prevention media campaign; grants to 

,	 : school districts for drug abuse resistance education programs; 
granting rule-making authority; and making approprations. 

(7)	 Legislation related to grants to 1st class cities for payment of 
law enforcement costs and making an appropriation.
