erehy:

1. Establish the Commission for a Quality Workforce and direct the
Commission to:

a. Conduct research and establish procedures which will:

(1) determine the present and future skill needs of Wisconsin
employers;

(2) strengthen the partnership hatween business and education.
b. Make recommendations to address potential jabor shortages.

C. Develop recommendations to strengthen the involvement of
business and tndustry with the VTAE system.

2. Direct the commission to presant their recommendations to the
State Director of Yocational, Technical and Adult Education and

the Governor.

3. provide that membership of the Commission will not exceed twelve

members. Representation on the Commission shall include members
from business and

industry, taber, the legislature, the
vocational/technical system and related state and local agencies.
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Provide that Commission members, including the Chairperson, shall
be appointed by the Governor, to serve at his pleasure.

Direct that staffing and expenses of the Commission be provided by
the State Board of Vocational, Technical and Adult Education.
