Relating to Creating the Governor's Blue Ribbon
 
Commission on Lottery Advertising
 

WHEREAS, the !'lisconsin legislature created the ~isconsin lottery 
Boa~din Chapte!." 565 of the Hisconsin Statutes under the authority of 
Artlcle IV, sectlon 24(6) of the ~isconsin Constitution; and 

HHEREAS, the Lottery Board is charged wi th the admi ni stra t i on and 
regulation of the statewide, state-operated lottery system: and 

HHEREAS, the state lottery has proved benef i cl al to this state by 
creating jobs and providing revenues to help offset property taxes for 
its citizens; and 

WHEREAS. publ i c funds and revenue deri ved from lottery operati ens 
are to be used in part for the purpose of informational, non-promotional 
advertising; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of 
Wisconsin, by the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws 
of this State, and specifi.cally by Hisconsin Statute section 14.019, do 
hereby: 

1.	 Establish the Governor's Blue Ribbon Commission on Lottery 
Advertising; 

2.	 Provide that the Commission shall consist of five (5) members 
appoi nted by the Governor to serve at hi s pi easure. The 
Chairperson shall be appointed by the Governor. 

3.	 Direct the Commission to: 

Investigate the methods and means uti 1ized by the tot t ery 
Board for the dissemination of vital lottery 1nformat10n to 
the pUblic necessary to the operation of the state lottery.

Recommend appropriate methods and cri t er ia by whi ~h ~i talb.

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4.	 D~rect that staff assistance for the Commission be provided by the 
Department of Adm1nistratlon.
