HWHEREAS, the federal Indian Gaming Regulatory Act of 1988
obligates the state to negotiate with its Indian tribes games of chance
which are otherwise permitted in the state, and

WHEREAS, there Is a perception among the public that social
vagering is wide-spread in social, commercial and business settings, and

WHEREAS, there are legislative proposals to expand or contract
Tegalized gambling within this state, and

WHEREAS, there are social, economic and governmeptal benefits‘and
costs which must be taken into account in any decision to expand or
contract gamb]jng. and

WHEREAS, all states bordering Hisconsin operate or permit some
type of gambling;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Governor of the State of
Wisconsin, by the authority vested in me by the Constitution and the laws
of this State, and specifically by HWisconsin Statute section 14.019, do
hereby:
