EXEWTIVE ORDER 1213 

Relating to ProcllllilUon of lREnergy fJlergency 

WHEREAS. the health, wel.fare, and eccnostc well-being of the 
citizens of Wisconsin depend on heating fuel; and. 

WHEREAS, there has been unusually cold weather in Hisconsin 
and there is an 'lilperathe need for heati n9 fue1; and, 

HHEREAS. all.owing for the transportation of increased loads 
of heating fuel within thts state. in a safe Manner and as 
descri bed in th! s order. will help enable the citi zens of 
Wisconsin to heat their homes; 

HOi'I. THEREFORE. I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON. Governor of the State 
of Hi sconsIn, by the authori ty vested in me by the Constituti on 
and the laws of this State, and specifically by Hisconsin Statute 
section 166.03(l.)(b>J: • 340.01(I.5s). and . 348.27(8). do hereby 
decl are the present conditlon of col d weather. a long with the 
shortage of heating fuel, to be a natural disaster and hereby 
proclaim the entire State of Wisconsin to be in a state of 
emergency for a period of 10 days. 

PURSUANT to said state of emergency. by vtrtueof the 
authority vested in me by the Constitution and Laws of Hisconsin. 
and ss , 166.03Cl Hb) 1. 340.OJ(15s), and 348.27 (8) Hi scons! n 
Statutes, I HEREBY ORDER THAT: 

(l)	 Notwl.thstandlng ss , 348.15. 348.16. and 348.25(4). 
Wisconsin Statutes, during the period of the state of 
elllergency. persons are : a}lowed to transport~oads of 
heating fuel even when - such loads exceed the statutory 
weight Ilmitations by 1S'l of the gross vehicle weight.
and 1O'.L of the gross ul e and axle cOilbination weight 
limits. except on the nat tona l system of interstate and 
defense highways in Wisconsin. 
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(2) This order	 does not suspend the operation of any state or 

federal laws within the State of Wisconsin except as 
specifically described 1n the order. All other laws 
remain 1n fu11 force and w'l1 be enforced. Th is order 
does not authorize any person transporting fuel to exceed 
any statutory vehicle width. length. or he1ght limit. 
This order does not authorize the use of unregistered or 
'mproperly registered vehicles. Vehicles registered in 
other jurisdictions and not entt t led to reciprocity. or 
not registered for use in Hhconsi n through the 
International Registration Plan. Must obtain a permit as . 
provided in s , 341.41. Wisconsin Statutes. Motor carriers 
hauling heating fuel for hire must have proper authority 
to operate in this State. as provided by s , 194.04. 
Hisconsin Statutes. and must Meet the insurance 
requirements of SSe 194.41 or 194.42. Wisconsin 
Statutes. Carriers must sati sfy all ord1 narily
applicable federal and Wisconsin requirements concerning 
vehicle equipment. vehicle operations and driver 
qualifications and conduct.
