EXECUTIVE ORDER NO. 412

Relaling o a Proclamation (hat the Flag of the United States and the Flag of the
State of Wisconsin be Flown at Half-Staff as a Mark of Respect for those Brave
Americans Who Lost Their Lives as a Result of tle Attack on Pearl Harbor

| WlfIE‘REAS, the United States of America was suddenly and deliberately
allacked by air and naval forces of the Empire of Japan on December 7, 1941, signaling
Lhe beginning of World War 11; and

WHEREAS, more than 3,000 Americans were killed or injured at Pear] Harbor
on that infamous date; and

WHIEREAS, the Congress, by Public Law 103-308, has designated December 7
as “Nalional Pear] Harbor Remembrance Day™; and

WHEREAS, (he Presidenl has requested all federal departments and agencies,
organizations, and individuals to fly (he flag oF the United States at half-staff on
December 7, 2000, in honor of those Americans who died as a result of the attack on
Pearl Flarbor; and

WHEREAS, itis {iling and proper thal the people of the State of Wisconsin pay
{ribute lo those brave solders, sailors and airmen who gave their lives to this Nation at
Pearl Harbor;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, TOMMY G. THOMPSON, Goveror of the State of
Wiscousin, by the authorily vested in me by Federal and State law, do hereby order that
the Nag of the Uniled Slates and the flag of the State of Wisconsin shall be flown al half-
slafl at all buildings, grounds and mililary installations of the State of Wisconsin
cyuipped wilh such flags beginning al sunrise on December 7, 2000 until sunset on thal

date.
